Hoàng Thi Kièu Anh (born 1966 in Thanh-Hoa, Vietnam) is a Vietnamese pianist, and teacher,
living and working in Slovakia since 1988. She studied the piano at the Hanoi Conservatory and
graduated there in 1986; later she studied at the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava (1938-
1995). She took private lessons of composition from Vftazoslav Kubièka in Bratislava and lessons of
traditional Vietnamese music from Prof. Tràn Vàn Khê in Paris. Hoàng Thi Kièu Anh focuses on
music for children, and Images from Vietnam, published by the Music Centre Slovakia in its educati-
onal series, is her first published work.
